@ Exit Wheel Fun Rentals straight on bike path. At the crosswalk, turn right onto the road.

| At the first roundabout take the second exit and continue straight. At the second roundabout, take
) the third exit and continue straight.

@ Before exiting the park, turn right on the bike path and ride along York Ave to 23rd Street

@ Turn left on 23rd Ave.

@ Turn left on Ogden St.

@ Turn right on 16th Ave, then turn left on Washington St.

@ Continue to Virginia Ave.

@ Turn left on Virginia Ave. Cross Downing St. and turn right into the Washington Park entrance.

\) Free ride in Washington Park and make sure to visit our location within the park on the south side of Smith Lake
near the boathouse. If starting from Wheel Fun Rentals at Washington Park, start here and turn left onto the
bike path to join the route.

@ Exit Washington Park at Virginia Ave. and turn left onto Virginia Ave.

@ Turn right on Downing St. continue to 1st Ave keeping right as street becomes a divided roadway.

@ At 1st Ave. continue straight across the bridge, then choose one of three route options to continue your tour:

® Return to Wheel Fun Rentals City Park via the Cheesman Park Route, continue straight on
Downing St. and go to direction # 26

® Take the longer, scenic ride to the Cherry Creek Reservoir, make an immediate, sharp right turn
after the bridge to get on the bike path then go to direction # 13

® Enjoy historic Downtown Denver on the Platte River Route, make an immediate, sharp right turn
after the bridge to get on the bike path then go to direction # 23

@ At the fork in the path, turn left and continue riding on the Cherry Creek Bike Trail.

@ Cross University Blvd. and keep riding as the bike path veers right following Steel St. and then to the left
following Cherry Creek N Dr.
@ Stay to the right of the fork in the path to continue under Colorado Blvd.

@ At the fork in the path, veer left up onto Holly Street. Cross Holly Street at the crosswalk and rejoin
the Cherry Creek Bike Path on the north side of Cherry Creek N Dr.
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Approximately 5 to 6 hour tour, including 2 to 2.5 hours riding time,
with 2 hours for lunch, shopping and exploring along the way.

® To Return to Wheel Fun Rentals City Park, go to direction # 26 and follow the Cheesman Park Route.
® To continue your tour for a longer ride, go to direction # 23 and ride to the Platte River Route.

At the fork in the path, turn right and continue riding on the Cherry Creek Bike Trail.

Follow bike path until you get to the Platte River. Free ride on Platte River.

Rejoin the Cherry Creek Bike Path back to Downing St. and 1st Ave.

® To Return to Wheel Fun Rentals City Park, go to direction # 26 and follow the Cheesman Park Route.
® To continue your tour for a longer ride, go to direction # 13 and ride to the Cherry Creek Reservoir.
After crossing Speer Blvd., follow bike path/sidewalk along Downing St. Keep right at fork.

There
are rails and bowls for people of all riding abilities. It is open daily, your-round and is free
entertainment for both users and viewers.

. Commons Park A park on the banks of the Platte River. Green open space dominates, making
this an ideal place to relax. There is also seating throughout the park along the promenade and
under the shade structure.

. Cheesman Park This park once served as a cemetery in the late 1800's. Inside Cheesman
Park you find the beautiful Denver Botanical Gardens and Congress Park.
